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Buster Loves His Mama

AS CHILDREN ARE COMING IN FOR THE PROGRAM, BUSTER IS SITTING IN A 
CORNER SLEEPING (BUSTER--MAKING SLEEPING SOUNDS)

HELLO BOYS AND GIRLS.  MY NAME IS MRS. JONES AND I AM HERE TODAY TO 
HELP YOU UNDERSTAND ABOUT SCHOOL BUS SAFETY.  SCHOOL BUS SAFETY 
IS IMPORTANT, RIGHT?  AGAIN THIS YEAR, I HAVE MY BESTEST SCHOOL BUS 
SAFETY FRIEND, BUSTER, HERE WITH ME TODAY.  BUSTER TRAVELS THE 
STATE HELPING BOYS AND GIRLS JUST LIKE YOU UNDERSTAND SCHOOL BUS 
SAFETY.  HE IS OVER THERE. I THINK THAT HE FELL ASLEEP WAITING TO 
MEET EVERYONE, CAUSE YOU KNOW HE IS JUST A BABY AND BABIES NEED 
A LOT OF SLEEP TIME.  LETS ALL BE REAL QUIET SO BUSTER DOES NOT GET 
SCARED. YOU KNOW BABIES GET SCARED. I WILL TRY TO WAKE HIM UP.

MRS. JONES: (SHAKING, ROLLING, TOUCHING BUSTER) BABY BUSTER, BABY 
BUSTER, TIME TO WAKE UP AND START ANOTHER DAY.

BUSTER: (SLEEP SOUNDS) - STARTING TO WAKE (ONE EYE OPEN)

MRS. JONES: OH BABY BUSTER, PLEASE WAKE UP AND MEET MY NEW 
FRIENDS.  

BUSTER: (2 EYES BLINKING, SOUNDS, ONE EYE OPENED) OH MRS. JONES, LET 
ME SLEEP JUST A LITTLE BIT LONGER, PLEASE (ROLLING EYES).

MRS. JONES: NOW BUSTER, SLEEP TIME IS OVER CAUSE WE HAVE SOME BOYS 
AND GIRLS HERE TO SEE YOU SLEEPYHEAD.

BUSTER: (FULL OF SELF)-(CIRCLES, WHEELIES, LIGHTS ON) I LIKE IT WHEN 
BOYS AND GIRLS COME TO SEE ME MRS. JONES.  DO YOU SEE ALL OF THE 
BOYS AND GIRLS?

MRS. JONES: YES BUSTER, THAT IS WHY I WANTED YOU TO WAKE UP.  

BUSTER: MRS. JONES, DID YOU GIVE THE BOYS AND GIRLS A STICKER WITH 
MY PICTURE ON IT YET?

MRS. JONES: NO BUSTER NOT YET, THE BOYS AND GIRLS NEED TO KNOW 
ABOUT SCHOOL BUS SAFETY BEFORE THEY GET A STICKER.

BUSTER: BUT IT HAS MY PICTURE ON IT AND I AM SO CUTE.

BUSTER: TO A GIRL (WINK) YOU ARE CUTE TOO.... ARE YOU HERE TO SEE ME
AND LEARN ABOUT SCHOOL BUS SAFETY?
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BUSTER: (GOING BACK AND FORTH IN FRONT OF STUDENTS) I KNOW ALL 
ABOUT SCHOOL BUS SAFETY MRS. JONES CAUSE THAT IS WHAT I DO.  I MIGHT 
JUST BE A LITTLE BABY BUS BUT I KNOW ABOUT SAFETY.  AND I WANT THE 
BOYS AND GIRLS HERE TO KNOW ABOUT SAFETY AND SCHOOL BUSES TOO.

MRS. JONES: WELL OK BUSTER.  SINCE YOU KNOW SO MUCH, TELL THE BOYS 
AND GIRLS WHERE THE DANGER-ZONE IS.

BUSTER: (SHAKING HEAD AND MOVING EYES) OH MRS. JONES, THE DANGER-
ZONE IS ANYWHERE AROUND THE BUS WHERE THE BUS DRIVER CANNOT 
SEE YOU.  

MRS. JONES: (WALK TO BACK) LIKE AT THE BACK DOOR?  

BUSTER: MOST DEFINITELY  THE BACK DOOR.  BOYS AND GIRLS SHOULD 
(SHAKE HEAD NO) NEVER EVER CROSS IN BACK OF THE SCHOOL BUS FOR 
ANY REASON. THAT IS THE BIGGEST “NO NO”.

MRS. JONES: BOYS AND GIRLS BUSTERS RIGHT, CAUSE THE BUS DRIVER CAN 
NEVER  SEE YOU IF YOU’RE AT THE BACK OF THE BUS.  REMEMBER TO 
ALWAYS CROSS IN FRONT OF A SCHOOL BUS WHERE THE BUS DRIVER CAN 
WATCH YOU CROSS THE ROAD. 

BUSTER: SAFETY FIRST-SAFETY FIRST!

BUSTER: AND MRS. JONES, TELL THE BOYS AND GIRLS ABOUT CROSSING 
USING THEIR EYES, EARS AND NECK (SAY SLOWLY) BEFORE CROSSING IN 
FRONT OF THE BUS.  THAT IS REAL IMPORTANT TOO, DON’T YOU THINK?

MRS. JONES: YES BUSTER, IT IS MOST IMPORTANT THAT EVERYONE USE THEIR 
EYES,  EARS AND NECK MUSCLES BEFORE CROSSING IN FRONT OF THE BUS.  

BUSTER: (VERY FAST) LET ME SHOW THEM, LET ME SHOW THEM MRS JONES.  I 
LOVE TO SHOW THE BOYS AND GIRLS. LET ME, LET ME PLEASE.

MRS. JONES: OK BUSTER (ROLLING EYES), BUT CAN THE BOYS AND GIRLS DO 
IT WITH YOU?
 
BUSTER: OH YES, I JUST LOVE SHOWING OFF (WHEELIE).  OK BOYS AND GIRLS, 
GET YOUR EYES, EARS AND NECK MUSLES READY FOR WORK.

BUSTER: YOUR EARS NEED TO BE READY FOR HEARING,  (MOVING NECK) 
MAKE SURE YOUR NECK MUSCLES CAN MOVE LIKE THIS (GIVE STUDENTS 
TIME TO MOVE NECKS) AND MAKE SURE YOUR EYES (MOVE EYES) ARE 
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OPENED WHEN YOU MOVE YOUR NECK (GIGGLE).  CAUSE SOME OF THESE 
STUDENTS LOOK LIKE SLEEPY HEADS IN THE MORININGS-I’M A SLEEPYHEAD 
IN THE MORNINGS MRS. JONES (GIGGLE).

MRS. JONES: I KNOW BUSTER, BUT WE HAVE TO REMEMBER TO BE SAFE WHEN 
CROSSING IN FRONT OF THE SCHOOL BUS OR JUST GETTING TO THE BUS STOP.  

BUSTER: (SPINNING AROUND) SAFETY FIRST-SAFETY FIRST BOYS AND GIRLS.

BUSTER: I HAVE A QUESTION FOR YOU (PICK OUT A BOY IN FRONT).  WHAT IS
YOUR NAME?  DO YOU EVER RIDE A SCHOOL BUS LIKE MY MOMMY (TURN TO 
STUDENTS) MY MOMMY IS A BIG BUS AND ONE DAY I WILL BE A BIG BUS TOO.  
I LEARNED A LOT ABOUT SCHOOL BUS SAFETY FROM MY MOMMY.  (BACK TO 
THE BOY) DO YOU LEARN THINGS FROM YOUR MOMMY?  WAIT FOR ANSWER.  
MAMA’S ARE SPECIAL AND TEACH US LOTS OF THINGS.  

MRS. JONES: BUSTER, I KNOW YOU LOVE YOUR MAMA BUT LETS GET BACK 
TO SCHOOL BUS SAFETY.

BUSTER: OK MRS JONES, SINCE YOU KNOW SO MUCH, TELL THE BOYS AND 
GIRLS WHAT THE DIFFERENCE IS IN THE YELLOW AND RED LIGHTS.  I MEAN 
THEY BOTH FLASH, YOU KNOW (ROLLING EYES)...THINKS SHE SO SMART 
(CLOSE EYES).

MRS. JONES: I KNOW THE ANSWER TO THIS ONE BUSTER BUT I WONDER IF 
SOMEONE ELSE CAN HELP ANSWER THIS.  

BUSTER: CAUSE SHE DOESN’T KNOW.

MRS. JONES: DOES ANYONE KNOW WHAT THE YELLOW LIGHTS MEAN ON TOP 
OF THE  SCHOOL BUS WHEN THEY ARE FLASHING?

BUSTER: LET ME PICK. (BACK AND FORTH, SHAKING HEAD).  HOW ABOUT 
YOU?

IF THE ANSWER IS RIGHT (SPIN AROUND AND SAY RIGHT, RIGHT, RIGHT) 
SAFETY FIRST, SAFETY FIRST. 

IF NOT RIGHT, BE NICE AND SAY LET MRS. JONES TELL YOU WHAT THEY ARE 
FOR CAUSE SHE KNOWS EVERYTHING (LOOKING AT THE STUDENTS-MOVING 
HEAD).

MRS. JONES: WHEN YELLOW LIGHTS ARE FLASHING ON TOP OF THE BUS...

BUSTER: FLASHING YELLOW LIGHTS
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MRS. JONES: THAT MEANS FOR OTHER VEHICLE TO GET READY TO STOP.  JUST 
LIKE A TRAFFIC LIGHT IN TOWN.  YELLOW MEANS PREPARE TO STOP.  AND 
RED LIGHTS.

BUSTER: UH I KNOW, I KNOW-LET ME TELL THEM.

MRS. JONES: ROLLING MY EYES

BUSTER: EVEN THOUGH I’M JUST A BABY, I KNOW THAT RED LIGHTS MEAN 
STOP (TURNING AND BLINK ONE EYE) LEARNED THAT ONE FROM MY MAMA, 
AND ALL TRAFFIC MUST STOP FOR THE SCHOOL BUS SO THE BOYS AND GIRLS 
CAN BE SAFE-SAFETY FIRST-SAFETY FIRST!

BUSTER: AND THE BOYS AND GIRLS ALREADY KNOW ABOUT CROSSING THE 
ROAD (SLOWLY: REMEMBER??)  LET ME GET SOMEONE UP HERE TO SHOW 
YOU MRS. JONES (LOOKING AT ME)-THEY LEARN REAL GOOD.

BUSTER: (PICK ONE TO COME UP AND SHOW US).  (BACK AND FORTH) UH, 
UH, HOW ABOUT YOU?  CAN YOU SHOW US HOW TO CROSS IN FRONT OF THE 
SCHOOL BUS?

MRS. JONES: TAKE THE STUDENT AND WANT ON BUSTER TO COME TOWARD 
US.  

BUSTER: OK MRS. JONES, I’M READY (LOOKING AT STUDENTS) I’M GOING TO 
BE THE BIG BUS (LIKE MY MOMMY)(WINK WITH ONE EYE).  BUSTER COMES 
TOWARD US WITH HEADLIGHTS AND YELLOW LIGHTS ON.  STOP.  RED LIGHTS 
COME ON AT THIS TIME.

MRS. JONES: OK. WAIT FOR RED LIGHTS. LETS COME UP TO THE ROAD.  
LOOK BOTH WAYS USING YOUR NECK MUSLES AND EYES.  BEFORE CROSS-
ING, ALWAYS LOOK AT THE BUS DRIVER AND WAIT FOR THE BUS DRIVER 
TO MOTION YOU ACROSS.  DON’T TOUCH THE CROSSING ARM AND ALWAYS 
WALK.

BUSTER: NEVER RUN TO GET ON OR OFF THE BUS.

MRS. JONES: AS YOU ENTER THE BUS, USE THE HANDRAIL AND GET IN YOUR 
ASSIGNED SEAT.

BUSTER: NO PUSHING OR SHOVING.

MRS. JONES: AND ALWAYS GET IN YOUR SEAT QUICKLY SO THE BUS CAN 
CONTINUE THE BUS ROUTE.
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BUSTER: AND NEVER THROW ANYTHING OUT THE WINDOWS AND KEEP YOUR 
BELONGINGS OUT OF THE CENTER AISLE SO SOMEONE ELSE DOSEN’T FALL 
OVER YOUR STUFF.  THEY COULD GET HURT (NOT SAFE). THEY ARE GOOD 
BUS RIDERS MRS. JONES.  I CAN TELL. (TURNING AND BLINKING ONE EYE AT 
THE STUDENTS) CAUSE THEY ARE LEARNING FROM ME (GIGGLES).  

MRS. JONES: SHOULD BOYS AND GIRLS BE QUIET AT RAILROAD CROSSINGS?

BUSTER: MOST DEFINATLY CAUSE THE BUS DRIVER NEEDS TO HEAR IF A 
TRAIN IS COMING.  BOYS AND GIRLS KNOW THAT.  

MRS. JONES: AND THE EMERGENCY DOOR?

BUSTER: (TURNING TO SHOW STUDENTS THE EMERGENCY DOOR).  THIS 
DOOR; MY BACK DOOR.

MRS. JONES: YES BUSTER. YOUR EMERGENCY DOOR JUST LIKE ON THE BIG 
“MAM” BUS.   BOYS AND GIRLS SHOULD NEVER PLAY WITH THE HANDLE ON 
THE INSIDE OF THE BUS. IT COULD OPEN.

BUSTER: YOU COULD FALL OUT.  (CIRCLEING AROUND THE STUDENTS) AND IT 
IS A LONG WAY DOWN; YOU WOULD GET HURT AND MAYBE EVEN GET RUN 
OVER BY THE CAR BEHIND THE BUS.  (SAD) I WOULD CRY AND BE SAD.  YOUR 
MAMA WOULD BE SAD TOO. (SLOWLY AND SHAKING HEAD) NOT SAFE...

MRS. JONES: BUSTER IS RIGHT.  NEVER PLAY WITH THE EMERGENCY DOOR OR 
THE EMERGENCY WINDOWS ON A SCHOOL BUS.  IT IS JUST NOT SAFE.  

BUSTER: MRS. JONES, DO YOU THINK THAT THE BOYS AND GIRLS LEARNED 
ANYTHING TODAY?  

MRS. JONES: WELL LETS FIND OUT BUSTER.

BUSTER: (CIRCLEING AROUND THE STUDENTS) OH BOY...

MRS. JONES: WELL, I THINK THAT THE BOYS AND GIRLS LEARNED:

1. TO CROSS IN FRONT OF THE SCHOOL BUS-BUSTER: NEVER BEHIND-
2. TO ALWAYS LOOK BOTH WAYS BEFORE CROSSING THE STREET-- BUSTER:
     EYES, EARS AND NECK MUSCLES
3.  FLASHING YELLOW LIGHTS MEANS-BUSTER: YELLOW LIGHTS ON) 

BUSTER: ALL CARS PREPARE TO STOP (THAT MEANS TO GET READY TO STOP) 
(WINK).
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4. TO NOT PLAY WITH THE EMERCENY DOOR BUSTER:  IT COULD OPEN AND
    COULD FALL OUT.
5. TO BE REAL QUIET AT RAILROAD CROSSINGS-BUSTER:   SH-HHH
6. AND THE DANGER-ZONE IS WHERE BOYS AND GIRLS?  (BUSTER AND DEB)
    ANYWHERE AROUND THE BUS WHERE THE BUS DRIVER CANNOT SEE YOU.
7. FLASHING RED LIGHTS MEAN-BUSTER (RED LIGHTS ON) STOP............

    S-T-O-P-S-T-O-P-S-T-O-P-

BUSTER: MRS. JONES YOU LEFT ONE OUT

MRS. JONES: I DID?

BUSTER: YOU FORGOT TO TELL THE BOYS AND GIRLS TO LOVE THEIR MAMAS
(LOOKING AROUND). I LOVE MY MAMA.

MRS. JONES: WELL BOYS AND GIRLS, I KNOW THAT YOU LEARNED A LOT TODAY 
FROM BUSTER AND BUSTER WILL BE LEAVING SOME “GOODIE” BAGS FOR YOU.  
INSIDE OF EACH BAG IS A HAT, COLORING BOOK, PENCIL, INFORMATIONAL 
SHEETS, AND LETS NOT FORGET THE FREE SKATING PASS TO KATE’S SKATING

ONE GETS A STICKER WITH MY PICTURE ON IT TODAY FOR LEARNING SCHOOL
